Personal Support Workers (PSWs) assist with the

tasks of daily living, and may work in long-term care

facilities, homecare settings, retirement homes,

supportive housing, group homes, adult day

programs, hospitals, and educational facilities. The

range of services provided by a PSW is determined by

the individual needs of each client and may include

assistance with routine activities of living including

personal care, mobility, home management, meal

preparation, family care, and assisting with social and

recreational activities. As frontline workers, PSWs

must develop a broad range of abilities beyond

dexterity skills. They must provide for not only the

comfort, safety, and well-being of their clients, but

also demonstrate sensitivity and respect for those in

their care.
